· What kind of computational infrastructure do you need to support computer science research?
· What are the computational research questions around interpreting computational research more broadly?
· Software
· Services
· If you go beyond big data, you want to build models and design experiments 
· This presents a lot of computer science research questions
· Any other takes?
· Computer science research- you want to do experiments at scale and still be able to make changes
· But this is a struggle
· Need to have certain level of research around high bandwidth
· Need to be able to compute storage
· Collaboration around high performance computing
· Create infrastructure at a reasonable cost that could handle these demands
· Next Step
· Short white papers 
· What are the underlying computer science research investigations for future science?- Vasant
· What is the broader notation of infrastructure?- Jen
· Distributed in a way that will allow researchers to develop a broader notion of what they are working on, distributed in a way that makes sense for the researchers
· Write something up that you are comfortable with and send it to a few council members
· Will be brought up in a call in a month or so to get people’s comments on it
